Classes, which are offered about every third week, provide concentrated instruction in areas of special need from the Expanded Core Curriculum. Teachers collaborate with other 

STP staff, other departments on the TSBVI campus, and local school districts to develop these classes and instruct students. Teachers also coordinate some aspects of the TSBVI summer school programs, which serve all ages and levels of ability.  Other typical duties of teachers include writing individual student reports, participating in professional growth activities in order to stay on the cutting edge of services, and participating in future program development for 

our department.
